How did NI do in comparison to other EU 
countries? 





Å Children using compost bins and cut down almost half of food waste at lunch times 
Å 250 plastic bottles  diverted from landfill/recycling to make bird feeders.  
Å Increased awareness of reusing household items. 
Å We diverted two 60 Litre capacity bins with plastic bags from landfill along with reducing our 

weekly waste load by approx 33 KG 
Å Greater awareness in the general public due to our own awareness of the importance of reducing 
Å Waste reduction to be monitored over 12 month period following completion of training 

programme 
Å People reusing bags for life thereby reducing bag wastage 

Å Visitor awareness of types of materials that can be reused, restyled and given a new lease of life.   
Å 261 CDs, 72 books, 61 DVDs diverted from landfill 
Å Food and paper and plastic bag waste reduced. 
Å We used less paper for printing - at least one box less during the time. I even notice all staff writing
